Joe De Kleijn, of Chermside, will participate
in Drug Arm’s Healthy High event.

CHERMSIDE’S Joe De
Kleijn will hop on the wagon
for 10 days to raise money
for Drug Arm.

Mr De Kleijn is one of
several people across Bris-
bane absta in ing from
alcohol to raise money for
Drug Arm’s Street Outreach
Service, which helps 30,000
young Australians every
year who are at risk of drug
or alcohol abuse.

Mr De Kleijn’s dry spell
started on June 20 to co-
incide with Drug Arm’s
Healthy High event, with its
theme of ‘‘alcohol is a drug
too’’.

Mr De Kleijn knows the
impact of binge drinking
only too well.

In his work as a trainee
paramedic with the Queens-
land Ambulance Service
and as a volunteer with
Drug Arm, he regularly sees
the damage binge drinking
can cause.

‘‘Binge drinking leads to
physical, mental harm and
social harm,’’ he said.

‘‘I decided to get involved
in this campaign for many
reasons, but primarily be-
cause I see the negative im-
pact alcohol has on our com-
munities on a daily basis.’’

Mr De Kleijn and his
fellow Healthy High partici-
pants are also in the run-
ning for major prizes,
including a trip to Hayman
Island and a Nintendo Wii.

Drug Arm executive direc-
tor, Dr Dennis Young, urged
people to take action against
binge drinking.

‘‘If someone recognises
they have the early signs of
an alcohol problem, then we

are here to give them the
support that they need,’’ Dr
Young said.
